BRAC International recently signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU)
with the Government of Bihar’s Rural Livelihoods Promotion Society (BRLPS)
to launch Satat Jeevikoparjan Yojana Shahari (SJY Urban), the first
government-led urban Graduation programme in Asia. This programme was
inspired by the existing rural programme, Satat Jeevikoparjan Yojana, locally
known as SJY, the largest government-led Graduation programme in the world
which has reached over 150,000 households as of early 2023 and is still
expanding.
